Also, users can sign
up to receive news updates about specific subjects, allowing information about agendas, county
services and much more to come directly to their email inboxes.

The design of the new site draws on the county’s ties to the water and agricultural
heritage. A separate tourism subsection features a distinct design and information aimed at
travelers, potential visitors and tourism industry partners.

The county has also launched a Facebook page, named “Calvert County Government,
Calvert County, Md.” Users will have access to county government press releases and important
information during emergencies on the Facebook page, and it will include a wealth of
information about county locations and amenities. The Facebook page is linked directly from the
new county website. Comments on the page will not be allowed.
